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Art 10 focuses upon:

Drawing  - Students will begin to develop and refine drawing skills and styles as well as investigate how drawings can involve description, expression and cognition in the drawing process.

Compositions - Students will extend their knowledge of and familiarity with the elements and principals of design through creating two and three-dimensional works.

Encounters  - Students will investigate:

· How artists use abstraction in the creation of objects and images

· That works of art contain themes that reflect various personal and social conditions.

Assignments:

Art Folder

The Art Folder design is based upon displaying the students name using letters in warm and cool colours.

Drawing 

We will develop our rendering (drawing from reality) skills through:

· The use of ”blind” and “modified” contour drawing.

· The use of value in creating an illusion of three dimensions on a two dimensional surface.

· Working negatively (“white on black”) using scratchboards.

Mixed media

We will learn the use of various types of visual media through: 

· Creating an abstract work using oil pastel.

· Scratchboard (white on black).
· Designing and creating a C.D. cover.
Ceramics

We will learn the traditional techniques used in working with clay to make usable objects as well as using clay to make a creative, sculptural piece.
Painting

We will create a realistic landscape painting with acrylic paint as our medium.
 All assignments are subject to change

Evaluation

Students in the art programs at Cochrane High School are

evaluated on the basis of their studio projects.

Each assignment is evaluated by four criteria:

Composition: Evidence of using the principals of Design

Creativity: Displays an original and inventive approach

Content: Work presents an appropriate theme or idea

Craftsmanship: Skillful use of media
All work must be handed in on the assigned due and will be marked shortly thereafter.  However, if work is not complete or not finished to the student’s satisfaction they can re-submit the work for a better grade.  There will be a date given before the end of the term in which that is no longer possible and students will receive the last mark given.
Any student who is absent during the term is responsible for

work that they may have missed.  Students who are aware that 

they will be absent for more than a few days are asked to speak with me to make any necessary arrangements. 
Art Classroom Rules

1. Each student is responsible for cleaning and maintaining their workspace.  If a table is left in a dirty condition, all those working at the table will remain until the area is clean – work together.

2. All students must remain in the classroom until the bell.  Students leaving class early will be marked as absent.

3. “Lates” will not be tolerated. Students over ½ hour late or away from class for that amount of time will be considered absent and marked absent.  If students are consistently late – administration will be notified. 

4. When the teacher is speaking, or announcements are being given - please be quiet.

5. Music can be played on the CD player, however only during work time, if it’s not too loud or if the music is found to be unacceptable – it will be turned off.

6. Cell phones must be turned off and out of reach – failure to 
do so will result in confiscation during that class.

The keyword for the art room is respect!

Respect for the room – keep clean.

Respect for the teacher and each other – no unpleasant language and keep conversations low enough so that others can do their work undisturbed.
