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Basics of woodworking, photography, and graphics are presented in a 
safe environment to prepare the student to make informed option 
choices in the high school years. 
 
In the time frame allowed, the student will spend half their time in the 
wood shop area with the other half being split between photography and 
graphics. 
 
In Woods, the student will:  
learn the use of hand and power tools to complete simple projects. 
 
In Photography, the student will:  
learn the basics of photo from picture taking to darkroom developing. 
 
In Graphics, the student will:  
learn the basics of screen printing. 
 
Marking is done as follows: 
 
Pre shop work     10%  (Completion Required) 
Woods      40% 
Photo      20% 
Graphics      20% 
Effort, Employability and Attitude 10% 
 
To be prepared, safe and successful, students are required to supply 
their own safety glasses and come with a pencil and a glue stick.
